BUT, there is 
someone out there who has a passion for Christ and His children 
that will guide the preschool and offer the leadership that is re-
quired. One thing I have learned, mostly the hard way, is that God 
has this all under control. He will lead the right person to the posi-
tion and give the selection committee the wisdom and discern-
ment to recognize that individual. In the meantime, we will contin-
ue to play, sing, dance, pray and CELEBRATE!
